Travails, yes
Opportunities-most definitely

Most likely, we’ve all heard the
philosophical question: “ Is the glass
half-empty or half-full?”   Following
the 2004 growing season and the
lack of any crop to speak of, it
would be easy to see the glass as
half empty and simply quit and go
fishing. It seems that every region in
the Southeast has been effected by
some sort of adverse weather
condition, from the very obvious
hurricanes and unseasonable wet
summer to the complete and
unexplainable absence of any nut
crops in regions fortunate enough to
escape the tropical storms.

While not trying to predict the
future, I believe the long-term
negative effect of the 2004 pecan
growing season is the obscenely
high prices of pecans, both in the
grocery stores and the wider
markets for pecans. One can
imagine seeing $8.00 per pound
pecans in the retail stores picked up,
looked at and laid back down in
favor of other nuts. And that $8.00 a
pound pecan is not even new-crop
product. Consumers have a limit on
what they will or can spend and
$8.00 pecans are not in the budget
limit of most consumers. Not
having the opportunity to learn of
reactions from larger users of
pecans, a safe bet would be that
they too have a huge problem in

dealing with the wide swings in
pecan prices.
An upbeat thought for growers is
that the trees remained healthy in
2004, retaining their foliage till late
November and were unburdened
from producing heavy crops.
Neither was there a destructive
hurricane to stress the trees. A
relatively cold winter is now needed
to provide the necessary chill hours.
The stage seems to be set for a
strong 2005 crop. Prices should
remain too high for the good of the
industry as inventories are
replenished.

It is time for us all to put the lack of
2004 crop where it belongs, behind
us, and begin to work on the 2005
crop.

11th Annual Workshop

As we have done in the past, we are
requesting each person bring one
question to ask during the program.
It will indeed be refreshing to hear
interest and concerns from other
growers. With lots of questions
asked and responses provided, we
will have our thoughts and ideas
supported or perhaps challenged.

The demonstration orchard has not
been identified. Efforts are
underway to arrange a visit to an
orchard undergoing reclamation.

A catered lunch will be provided
and funded by a modest registration
fee. The public is invited.

Pecan Tree Supply

Just as the hurricanes in Florida,
Georgia and Alabama were most
unwelcome in producing pecan
orchards, they were also unwelcome
in the pecan nurseries.

The nurseries normally providing
bare-rooted trees in North Carolina
continue to hold to their promise
that trees will be available sometime
late in December. Bare-rooted
varieties, more commonly planted
in NC, are expected to be available
at Woodard Pecan Nursery.
Container grown trees are also
available. Visit NCPGAs web-site
at www.ncpecans.org for that source.
Newer varieties are available from

the many nurseries advertising
regularly in Pecan South magazine.
While planting varieties proven in
NC is a comfortable decision, there
are many other varieties that will do
quite well for us. My suggestion is
to study and learn all about the
variety being considered. Ask
questions and seek opinions, from
those in whom you have
confidence. The seven to ten years
needed to determine suitability of a
pecan tree is huge in time, not
necessarily dollars invested.

NCPGA will
continue to work with the
sponsoring agencies to not only
complete the website, but also
provide continuing support in its
maintenance.
